To produce a picture you need not only a camera but you need someone who knows how to snap pictures electronically,
normally using a digital camera, editing photos on a computer. And that person is a photographer. Photographers snap
pictures of various people, places, and things in a variety of settings. Some photographers focus on studio work, while
others explore the world to snap the natural living things.
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Expertise

o Active Listening — Giving full attention to what
other people are saying, taking time to understand
the points being made, asking questions as
appropriate, and not interrupting at inappropriate
times.

and personal services. This includes customer needs
assessment, meeting quality standards for services, and
evaluation of customer satisfaction.

o Sales and Marketing — Knowledge of principles and
methods for showing, promoting, and selling products
or services. This includes marketing strategy and tactics,
product demonstration, sales techniques, and sales
control systems.

o Computers and Electronics — Knowledge of circuit
boards, processors, chips, electronic equipment, and
computer hardware and software, including applications
and programming.
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Day-to-Day Tasks

o Determine desired images and picture composition,
selecting and adjusting subjects, equipment, and
lighting to achieve desired effects.

o Determine project goals, locations, and equipment
needs by studying assignments and consulting with
clients or advertising staff.

o Adjust apertures, shutter speeds, and camera focus
according to a combination of factors, such as
lighting, field depth, subject motion, film type, and
film speed.

e Use traditional or digital cameras, along with a
variety of equipment, such as tripods, filters, and
flash attachments.
