• Certi!cate in Teaching English to Speakers of 
   Other Languages (CELTA) –  to teach English to 
   students living in countries where English is not the 
   native language. It is provided by Cambridge 
   English Language Assessment 

• Teaching English as a Foreign Language (TEFL) 
   –  to teach English in non-native English speaking 
   countries to speakers of foreign languages.

• Teaching English as a Second Language (TESL) – 
   to teach English in native English speaking 
   countries to speakers of foreign languages.

• Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages 
    (TESOL) – to teach English in both non-native 
    and native English speaking countries to speakers
    of foreign languages.

TEFL and CELTA is the most widely accepted and 
highly regarded certi"cation overseas, and TESL 
and TEFL o!er more speci"c and customizable 
certi"cation courses than TESOL.
